18th International Music Camp of Jeunesses Musicales Slovenia

1. The Jeunesses Musicales International Chamber Choir 

We invite singers aged 16 to 32 to join the International Chamber Choir. A maximum of 28 singers will be chosen from auditions that will be held on June 4th.

Mentor Martina Batič finished her studies at the Organ Music School and the Ljubljana Academy of Music and continued her studies of choir conducting in Munich, Germany. She increased her musical knowledge in Slovenia and abroad, led various choirs, accompanied soloists and was the conductor of the Slovene Children Choir. She conducted the Ljubljana Opera House Choir from 2004 to 2009 and became conductor’s assistant of the Slovene Philharmonics’ Choir two years ago. She works as a church musician, an international jury member, and is a mentor of various choral workshops. 
2. Composition Workshop

All participants, regardless of age, interested in compositional creativity and generally in today’s music - composers, musicologists and teachers – are invited to attend ... In addition to workshop lectures, students will have the opportunity of individual courses with mentors, where they will be able to present and discuss their own work.

Mentors Klaus Ager and Dušan Bavdek
Klaus Ager studied composition and conducting at Salzburg Mozarteum with Cesar Bresgen and Gerhard Wimberger. He continued his studies at the Paris Conservatoire National et Superieur with Olivier Messiaen and Pierre Schaeffer and took part in courses with Karlheinz Stockhausen and Lucian Berie. He is the president of the Austrian Composers Association. His composing opus consists mostly of electro-acoustic and computer-composed pieces, and also chamber, orchestra and vocal music.

Dušan Bavdek studied composition with Professor Alojz Srebotnjak at the Academy of Music in Ljubljana. In 2000, he completed a post-graduate study in composition with professors Marijan Gabrijelčič and Dane Škerl. He also studied master classes with Professor Janos Vajda and Professor Helmut Lachenmann under the Internationalle Academie Prag-Wien-Budapest and Studio Achantes Paris scholarships. He works as Assistant Professor of composition and music theory at the Academy of Music in Ljubljana, and has also been lecturing at several colleges and forums in Slovenia and abroad.

3. Assistance to Music Creativity 

Participants, aged 18 to 25 are welcome to take part in one or both classes:

· How to write about music? will focus on the writing of short texts about music for different focus groups. Participants will learn how to combine theoretical and practical aspects.  They will also be introduced to journalism, different kinds of useful journalistic texts that can be useful for various mediums:  media houses, publishers, concert organizers etc. Students will be invited to collaborate at editing the Music magazine, Glasna, and will visit one of Festival Ljubljana’s many events and will be introduced to the work of event organizers.

· Introduction to Music Management will focus on the financial planning, logistics, marketing elements of event planning, control functions of musical projects and the basic tools of music management. Participants will compare general knowledge of management and implicate them into musical (non)profit business. There will be a small group project where arguments will be based on realistic cases and problem solutions from practice. Through active participation and collaboration, participants will gain basic knowledge of the various tasks that face Music Management.

Mentors:

Dr. Frans Brouwer lectures Cultural management and Business at Universities in Austria (Alpe-Adria University in Klagenfurt) and in the Netherlands (Erasmus University in Rotterdam, University for art in Utrecht). Dr. Brouwer is the director of the International “Connecting Arts – The European Organ Festival 2011-2012” and associate judge/assessor of the European Committee for the Arts.

Vildana Gačić was born in Bosnia and Herzegovina and moved to Denmark during the war, where she graduated from Management College. She completed her Masters Degree in 2011 in the department for Cultural management at the Economy Faculty of the Erasmus University in Rotterdam..

Mirjam Žgavec finished her studies at the Department for Music Pedagogic at the Ljubljana Music Academy. She has worked as an insightful music critic and publicist for main media houses for a number of years. She currently works at the Ljubljana Faculty of Education in Ljubljana.

Veronika Brvar graduated from the Musicology department of Ljubljana Faculty of Arts. She has been working at Radio Slovenia for the past 15 years, first as editor for Symphony music and, the last four years, as Editor of the department for serious music on Radio Ars. Veronika Brvar leads the program office at the Ljubljana Festival.

Both courses - How to write about music? and Music Management - are tightly connected and will be implemented in the second part of the course.
